Responsibilities of Membership

In conjunction with the by-laws of the Central Jersey Chapter of the New Jersey Football Officials Association all members must do ALL of the following to be considered “in good standing.”

Meetings

1. Attend one (1) State Interpretation meeting. Provide proof of attendance to your District Sectary if not done in our Chapter.

2. Attend four (4) District Interpretation meetings. Provide proof of attendance to your District Secretary if not done in your District.

3. Attendance will be finalized at the last District Meeting and the District Secretary will file a report with the Chapter Assignor.

a.  Any member not meeting this requirement will NOT be eligible for a State Play-off Assignment and can jeopardize their crew of a Play-Off Assignment. 

b. Official will be brought before the Board of Review and maybe suspended or expelled. 

Dues

1. Each official must pay his dues on or before the last District Meeting.*

2. Dues will be finalized at the last District Meeting and the District Secretary will file a report with the Chapter Assignor.

3. Any dues paid after that date will incur a $50 late fee.  

a. If dues/late fee are paid the official and/or crew may still miss out on play-off assignment.

4. Any dues paid January 1st or later will incur fee of 100% increase.

a. Any member not meeting this requirement will NOT be eligible for a State Play-off Assignment and can jeopardize their crew of a Play-Off Assignment. 

b. Official will be brought before the Board of Review and maybe suspended or expelled. 

c. The Executive Committee may expel any member who has not satisfied his financial obligations by January 1st.

*A cancelled meeting does NOT relieve officials of their obligations to pay their dues on time. 

Recertification Test & Concussion Certification
1. Tests must be done on or before September 1st.

2. Officials must obtain a passing grade of 80% (Recertification Test)

a. If the official fails the first test a second test will be issued by the Executive Committee.

b. If the official does not pass the second test they will not be certified for the coming season and will not be permitted to work any assignments.

c. Official will be brought before the Board of Review and maybe suspended or expelled. 

d. Loss of entire football schedule.
